Unlike barter (where both 
parties must want what the other offers 
and exchange in roughly equal amounts), 
LEN members exchange services for 
credits (lennies) which can then be traded 
for the goods or services of any other 
member in the network. Membership is 
open to individuals and businesses. LEN 
is being launched in Seattle, Portland, 
Palo Alto, Sacramento, and the Village 
over the next few weeks.

      We are having more and more people coming to talk to us about 
starting their own communities. We have a couple arriving on June 
6th, leaving on the 8th, who would like to be able to stay at some-
one’s home (and have their meals at the EL or Market). They met 
and were sent here by Clarity West.  First, do you have space for two 
guests for two nights? If so, please call Sajani at 7002. 
      Next, would you like to be on a list of people who will host those 
coming to learn about building community? This won’t necessar-
ily entail having people as houseguests, but it would involve giving 
a tour of the community and talking about life at Ananda, how it 
started, and how it works. 
      Please let Lisa P. know if you would enjoy doing this.  As 
Swamiji keeps saying, we don’t have to inspire people to create other 
Ananda communities, but we have a great deal to offer others who 
want to start many types of communities, from our experience and 
our example.

New Phone Lists are Here
      We will put one phone list in your mail box for every phone you 
use and have listed on our Village phone list (excluding cell phones). 
You’ll get one list for your home phone, and if you have a business 
phone number on our list you’ll get one to have near that phone as 
well. If you need more and are a Village dues paying member, you 
may buy another for 25 cents. This includes those contributing mem-
bers living nearby and in town. Folks from the other colonies can 
receive a phone list by email, or buy a printed copy for $1.00.

Bear Sighting
     A medium size black bear (light tan color) was sighted recently at 
7:00pm on Brotherhood Way just past Kailash Circle. Bear droppings 
were also found on the school road near the chickens. With a bear 
active in the area, we need to do everything we can to prevent it from 
fi nding human food sources. 
     If you see the bear, try to scare it by making noise and waving your 
arms or throwing things at it. Make sure all pet food, including cat food 
and bird seed, is not left outside in a place that a bear could access. 
     Keep all trash secure. Food scraps should be dropped off at the 
compost area only on Wednesdays and Saturdays and we will be sure 
the bins are emptied that day. If you want to bring scraps down other 
days, they can be dumped directly into the chicken coop from the 
wooden pier accessed from the gate off the garden road. (Questions, 
call Peter C.) 
     Do now throw food scraps in the fi re breaks. Once a bear loses its 
fear of humans and begins to associate them with food, it usually starts 
causing damage and ends up being killed. Report bear sightings by 
leaving a message at 7639.

     This season we have the help of 3 wonderful apprentices:  
Stefan, Claire, and Hannah, and one new staff member, Chris-
tian.  All are living at Inspiration House. 
     We have been focusing on a number of infrastructure projects.  
Already we have completed two new water lines, one on the 
farm proper and one to the Permaculture area, which will greatly 
facilitate irrigation. facilitate irrigation. 
     We have added 100 more comfrey plants to our “patch.”  
Comfrey is a great source of “green manure” because it breaks 
down so readily when applied directly to the soil.  Some of you down so readily when applied directly to the soil.  Some of you 
“old timers” might remember that we used to have about 3/4 acre “old timers” might remember that we used to have about 3/4 acre 
or so of these plants.  or so of these plants.
